“I marvel that you are so soon removed from him that 
called you into the grace of Christ unto another gospel.”

     I remember J Gresham Machen. He left Princeton to 
found Westminster for the purity of the gospel and the 
reformed faith. While he founded the Orthodox Presbyterian 
Church, his disciple Carl MacIntyre founded the Bible 
Presbyterian Church. We owe to these theological giants a 
gospel debt. We are of the Reformation and Reformed faith. 
     Westminster bore the flag of Reformed Christianity. 
Machen’s chief imperative is to safeguard the gospel. His 
clarion call is to defend the truth and trust-worthiness of the 
Bible.

My dear readers, 

 

1. How do we approve of a Bible Version? 

 

It is not by “how good most of the text reads,” for even if 99 per cent appears to be “perfect” yet the remaining one per cent may hide 

some serious defect or corruption.  Our adversary the devil “…is a liar, and the father of it” (John 8:44) and he is ever at work through 

unfaithful translators and editors to inject error into portions of Scripture, whether by adding or taking away and thus corrupt God’s Word 

(Rev 22:18, 19). 
 

In our examination of the NKJV, we find that God’s Name and God’s Word have been tampered with by unfaithful men.  
 

2. NKJV translators disregard God’s Name 
 

Examination of the NKJV text reveals the translators’ wanton disregard for God’s Name.  Based on the Logos Research Systems: 

1. The word “LORD” is omitted 56 times. 

2. The word “GOD” is omitted 51 times. 

3. The word “JEHOVAH” is altogether missing. 
 

God’s Word is precious to every filial child.  To the Psalmist, God’s Word is better than “thousands of gold and silver” (Psalm 

119:72), and he says, “my heart standeth in awe of thy word” (Psalm 119:161) “for thou hast magnified thy word above all thy name” 

(Psalm 138:2). 
 

UNFAITHFUL NKJV TRANSLATORS DISHONOUR GOD’S WORD. In their so-called “fifth revision” of the King James Bible, the 

revisers brought in about 100,000 word changes, which include the following: 

1. The word “heaven” is omitted 48 times. 

2. The word “hell” is omitted 22 times. 

3. The word “blood” is omitted 18 times. 

4. The word “repent” is omitted 11 times. 

5. The word “new testament” is omitted altogether. 

6. The word “damnation” is omitted altogether. 

7. The word “devils” is omitted altogether. 
 

Question:  By what authority do these revisers take away the precious words from God’s Holy Book?  God says, “Ye shall not add unto 

the word … neither shall ye diminish aught from it …” (Deuteronomy 4:2).   
 

Our Lord Jesus Christ, the Second Person of the Holy Trinity, deserves worship and honour from every true believer.  This, however, 

the NKJV translators do not, as shown below:

3. NJKV translators undermine God’s Word with deadly “Footnotes” 
 

A prominent feature of the NKJV is the addition of extensive textual footnotes (in certain editions) which constantly cast doubt on 

the Scripture text and call into question the authenticity of many passages.  What purpose do these “footnotes” serve?  For an 

answer we quote from the NKJV editors: 

“It was the editors’ conviction that the use of footnotes would encourage further enquiry by readers.  They also recognized 

that it was easier for the average reader to delete something he or she felt was not properly a part of the text, than to 

insert a word or phrase which had been left out by the revisers.” [The New Kings James Bible, 1982, “The History of the 

King James Bible,” p 1235] 

  

What are the NKJV editors saying?  Simply this:  The footnotes were inserted to encourage the average reader to take up his own 

editorial scalpel and excise any part which he felt was not properly a part of the text.  The NKJV editors have laid God’s Word on the 

chopping block of human intellect for anyone who feels like it to chop off anything he does not like! 

 

4. Pro-Gay bias of NKJV translators 

 

In the NKJV, the words “sodomite” or “sodomites” are rendered “perverted one” or “perverted persons” in these OT passages:  

Deuteronomy 23:17; 1 Kings 14:24; 15:12; 22:46; 2 Kings 23:7). 

 

Question:  Why did they “wrest” the “scriptures”? 

 

Answer:  God’s Word supplies the answer in 2 Peter 2:3: “And through covetousness shall they with feigned words make merchandise 

of you.” 
 

Thomas Nelson Publishers is the biggest Bible publisher in the world.  It has made God’s Word into a commodity, another item of 

merchandise to enrich the book people. 
 

To tap the gay market, the revisers / publisher have made the NKJV “gay-friendly,” removing the offensive word “sodomite.” NKJV 

is a top money spinner.  “There’re big bucks in Bible business!” 
 

Conclusion: 
 

Having reviewed briefly the text, one is left in no doubt that the NKJV is a counterfeit, not a true “King James” Bible.
