     Evangelicals believe in the inerrancy  of the Bible, hold to 
the virgin birth of Jesus, believe in the Trinity and the 
uniqueness of the Gospel. Jesus is the only way to God. 
     New Evangelicals at the NAE conference in the US have 
evangelical piety and passion but hold to old liberal theology. 
Mike Horton published a book “Christless Christianity”, Brian 
McLaren believes that the age of “sola scriptura” is over and 
Rob Bell believes the Bible is a “human product.” World Vision 
no longer preaches the gospel of Jesus Christ. “Christ is absent 
but ‘Jesus’ is here as a socio-economic revolution” says Peter 
Jones, founder of Christian Witness to a Pagan Planet.

My dear readers, 

 

1. The future is here! 

 

Inventions and new technologies have transformed our world into a “Global Village,” an outsize kampong in which happenings and 

concerns are immediately mutual and shared.  As the recent global economic debacle clearly demonstrated, and gave warning, what 

happens in the west can have serious repercussions in the east, and around the globe. 

 

The filthy greed of a few “daylight robbers” in the west had precipitated worldwide suffering and poverty, causing the “powers that be” to 

think of preventive measures and solutions for the future:  “If preventable, why not prevented?” 

 

Now, the least suspected but most powerful man has spoken of such prevention on a global scale, just as the apostle John had written 

2,000 years ago in Revelation 13.  Today, we can read, and know, what is about to happen on Planet Earth shortly. 

 

In other words, you can know the future NOW! 

 

2. Papal Power on the move 

 

Christian News recently reported:  “The typical American probably views the pope as a harmless old man presiding over an irrelevant 

institution; the typical Catholic outside the US (and many American Catholics as well) sees him as the representative of God on Earth.  

The actual claims of the papacy are megalomaniacal:  All power on Earth political, ecclesiastical, and economic belongs to the alleged 

successor of Peter.” 

 

But it would be a great mistake to dismiss papal claims: for the Vatican speaks with solid backing, not to be lightly taken. 

 

3. Pope calls for “World Political Authority” 

 The New American August 3, 2009 

 

Pope Benedict XVI has called for a “True world political authority” to manage the economy in his new encyclical on social justice.  

The encyclical, entitled “Charity in Truth,” was released by the Vatican on Tuesday and signed by the pope.  He called for “regulation of 

the financial sector,” and a “worldwide redistribution of energy resources,” adding that “the State’s role seems destined to grow” if his 

political prescription is followed. 

 

“There is urgent need of a true world political authority,” Benedict wrote in the 30,000-word encyclical, calling for “reform of the United 

Nations Organization, and likewise of economic institutions and international finance, so that the concept of the family of nations can 

acquire real teeth.” 

 

Benedict described what a powerful world government with teeth would look like:  “Such an authority would need to be universally 

recognized and to be vested with the effective power to ensure security for all.”  He added:  “Obviously it would have to have the 

authority to ensure compliance with its decisions from all parties” – that is, nations. 

 

When the pope met President Barack Obama at the Vatican on July 10, he gave the US president a copy of “Charity of Truth.”  – CN, 

Aug 10, 2009 

 

When Pope Benedict’s call has been effected, then will come to pass the prophecy of Revelation 13:17:  “And … no man might buy or 

sell, save he that had the mark or the name of the beast …” (For “beast,” read “World Ruler.”) 

 

The prophecy of Revelation 13 is unfolding!  The Lord’s coming is nearer than you think! 

 

4. “RCC the only True Church” 

 

A new document approved by Pope Benedict XVI also reaffirms that the Roman Catholic Church is the one church that Jesus founded 

and that Protestant churches aren’t true churches.  The document, which was released on July 10, is entitled “Responses to Some 

Questions Regarding Certain Aspects of the Doctrine on the Church” and it revisits statements made by the Vatican II Council in the 

1960s.  It says that while the “Christian communities separated from the Catholic Church” can act as “instruments of salvation,” they are 

not true churches and they only act as “instruments of salvation” because they partially participate in “The fullness of grace and of truth 

which has been entrusted to the Catholic Church.”   

 

Though this document (which was produced by the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith, which is the old office of the Inquisition) 

is being widely reported in the news media, there is nothing new here.  We have long pointed out that Vatican II reaffirmed the 

supremacy both of the Catholic Church and of the Pope, and ecumenical dialogue with Protestants and Orthodox is allowed only within 

the context of this supremacy. Vatican II states:  “It was to the apostolic college alone of which Peter is the head that we believe that 

our Lord entrusted all the blessings of the New Covenant, in order to establish on earth the one Body of Christ into which all those 

should be fully incorporated who belong in any way to the people of God” (Decrees on Ecumenism, chap 1, 3, p 415).   

 

Reader, wake up!  It’s later than you think!
