From Our Supervisory Pastor 25 October 2009

My dear readers,

1. Reformation has become a “non event”

“My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge: because thou hast rejected knowledge, | will also reject thee ...”
(Hosea 4:6)

The priests of Hosea's day were bad: the priests of today are worse. The established Church is in rebellion, her leaders are fallen

away, having rejected the salvation of God in the 16t Century Reformation.

Apostate Christendom grows in numbers to make a “Christianized world.” “As they were increased, so they sinned against me:
therefore will | change their glory into shame ... And there shall be, like people, like priest: and | will punish them for their ways” (Hosea
4:7,9).

The priests of Hosea's day forsook Jehovah for Baal. The priests of today are leading the unknowing masses in ecumenical unity and
Christian idolatry. “Idolatry is beautiful,” says Billy Graham, the world’s leading Evangelical. The people echo: “Evangelicals and
Catholics are Together” — now.

“For Israel slideth back as a backsliding heifer: now the LORD will feed them as a lamb in a large place. Ephraim is joined to idols: let
him alone” (Hosea 4:16, 17).
